Dear Forensic Coach:

The Buhler High Forensics Team cordially invites you and your forensics team to the Buhler Crusader Classic Forensics Tournament February 26-27, 2010. 

The tournament format will include, on Friday, February 26, 2010 Public Forum Debate, Lincoln-Douglas Debate and Student Congress.  Congress will have four varsity chambers -3 Houses and a Senate- and 3 novice chambers –two houses and a Senate, however, the number of chambers will depend on number of entries. Top six will be awarded in each chamber and those elected to Presiding Officer will be awarded for being elected. PFD and LD Debate each will have 4 rounds on Friday. 

The tournament format for Saturday February 27, 2010 will follow standard format of 3 prelims and 1 final round. The following events will be offered: Foreign Extemp, Domestic Extemp, Informative, Original Oration, Serious Interpretation, Humorous Interpretation, Prose, Poetry, DUO Interpretation, Duet Acting, Improvised Duet Acting and Impromptu. Students may enter in two events (no two draw events) and impromptu as a third event. IMPROMPTU IS THE ONLY THIRD EVENT. Students who wish to enter three events must be prompt in getting to their events, otherwise the tournament will run behind, simple as that. 

Students who enter three events will be eligible for “Triathlon” - top six participants in two events plus impromptu will receive medals. Schools may enter up to 24 entries, 15 of which will count towards sweepstakes. For purpose of judging and room arrangements, we will stop accepting entries when the number of entries reaches 300. 

Students who enter in both days of the tournament -either PFD, LD or Congress on Friday- and three Individual Events on Saturday will be eligible for the “Pilot” award. The top six students meeting these criteria will be given medals. 

Entry fees are $5.00 per person per event. Medals will be given to the top six participants in each event. Sweepstakes will be determined based on the school’s top 15 entries. The coach must determine which entries will count towards sweepstakes prior to the beginning of the tournament. Friday Congress sweepstakes are separate from Saturday. Lincoln Douglas and Public Forum Debate don’t count towards sweepstakes, but top 6 in both debate events will be given medals. Top 8 will be recognized with medals in congress in each house.  

Deadline for entering the tournament will be –at absolute latest- Monday 3:30pm, February 22, 2010. Drops will not be refunded.  Confirmations are considered etched in stone! You may make any changes after you send your entries as long as it’s before the deadline.
