
Strap on your briefs and load your cuttings and speeches! Chaparral High School’s Competitive Speech team is pleased to invite you to the Wolverine Corral for the 4th annual Chaparral Showdown!  The Showdown takes place on Saturday, February 6th at Rock Canyon High School in Highlands Ranch.  Yes, once again, we’re taking our show on the road!  Actually, RCHS looks just like CHS and it’s conveniently located on the northside of Douglas County, just off Quebec and C-470.  We hope you’ll able to join us for the same awesome tournament you’ve come to enjoy!!!

Events:  Just as you would expect, we are excited to offer four (4) preliminary rounds plus finals competition in LD Debate (January-February topic) and Public Forum Debate (February topic)!!  (If either of the debate events has fewer than 12 competitors, we may not be able to offer 4 rounds.)  We will also offer three (3) preliminary rounds plus semi-finals (if necessary) and finals for CX Debate (current NFL topic). All undefeated debaters are guaranteed a final round!  Finally, we’ll offer three (3) preliminary rounds in National Extemp, International Extemp, Original Oratory, Drama, Humor, Poetry and Duo Interp. 

Double Entry:  CX debaters will not be allowed to double-enter (sorry ().  Double entry will be allowed for all events (NX, IX, OO, DI, HI, PI, Duo), except extempers cannot double-enter in both extemp events.  LD and PF debaters will be allowed to double-enter in other events, but may not double-enter in another debate event.  Competitors will be allowed to enter and exit rooms for the sake of double entry.  All double-entered competitors must report to their assigned rooms and inform their judge of double entry.  We do ask that all competitors try to maintain speaking order as best as possible.  LD and PF waves will be scheduled to accommodate double entry.  
Fees:  A maximum of four (4) entries in each event per school will be allowed.  Because Rock Canyon has fewer classrooms than Chaparral, we expect the tournament to fill up quickly.  We will be limiting total number of entries to accommodate as many schools as possible.  The entry fee will be $9.00 per student in all events including CX based upon pre-registration.  For PF debate, the fee for each team will be $24.  The fee for each LD debater will be $12 each.  We expect this tournament to be full, so please register early!

Awards:  Trophies/medals will be given to all finalists.  Additional ribbons will be given for superior and excellent.  Event champions will be given the signature Chaparral chapeau! 

Registration:  Please register by signing on to www.speechmeets.com.  From there, you will be directed to a registration page where you can enter your entries for our tournament.  You will receive a confirmation of your pre-registration and be asked to enter the names of your competitors so we can schedule for double-entries.  The pre-registration deadline is Friday, January 29th.  Names of registered competitors must be entered by Wednesday, February 3rd.  If you know of drops or have any questions, please contact Carlye Holladay at 303-956-8625.  The sooner we know about drops, the sooner we can reschedule various rounds.

Directions:  Rock Canyon High School is located at 5810 McArthur Ranch Road, Highlands Ranch, CO  80124.  To reach the high school, take I-25 south to C-470.  Go West on C-470.  Take the first exit, Quebec Ave., and turn left on Quebec.  Drive 2 miles to McArthur Ranch Blvd.  Turn right on McArthur Ranch Blvd. and take the first left at the light.  Taking the first right will take you to the front of the school.
