Entry Rules:
Doubling is only allowed in one Blue event and one Silver event. LD debaters are allowed to double-enter in PF. As much as possible, double-entered debate students will be given Wave 1 in LD to ensure that they do no miss a PF round. All double-entered students will be asked to declare which event to compete in for any finals rounds, including any semis that may occur..
Entries: Please limit your entries to five per event per school. Additional entries may be placed on a waitlist, and we will try to accommodate them as space is made available. Each event will be capped at 50 students per event.

Rules: Standard NFL rules apply in all debates regarding time restrictions. CHSAA rules and event descriptions apply to speech events. 

Registration: Registration is handled on a first-come, first-served basis, and will be done through www.speechmeets.com. Registration will close on Monday, February 10 or earlier if the tournament fills before that. You will receive notification when the tournament is full.

Pre-Registration numbers need to be completed by Monday, February 10. Changes in pre-registration will be reflected in the final entry fees made via Speech Meets by February 10. After that time, net increases in entries will result in increases in final entry fees, while net decreases in entries will not reduce the final entry fees.

Fees and Payment: Entry fees will be $10 per student ($20 for duo and debate teams entries).
