The Fruita Monument High School Forensics Team invites you to our annual Winter Wildcat Weekend on December 5-6, 2008. Fruita Monument will also be the host site for the March, 2009 National Qualifying for the Colorado Grande Congress.  We hope to continue our competitor friendly tournament with good competition and still allow participation in other events (parades, festivals, etc.) occurring on the 6th.  

On Friday December 5th we will be offering student congress.  The last day to submit legislation is Monday November 24; please submit legislation by email.  The final legislation packet will be emailed Tuesday, November 25th.  In order to allow for the greatest speaking time, the legislation agenda will follow the one emailed on November 25th.

On Saturday December 6th, we will be offering all CHSAA tournament events.  Please try to limit entries to four per event.  Depending on size and room availability you may be restricted on entry limit.  The first four from every school are guaranteed, after which we may have to go to a lottery system.  All times and rules will follow CHSAA prescribed rules with the exception of Policy Debate judging.
  The LD topic will be the NFL Nov/Dec topic; Public forum, the NFL December topic. If there are not enough numbers, we will combine national and international extemp while allowing students to choose between the two. We will be offering awards for 6th thru 1st place and separate tournament sweepstakes awards: one for congress and another for speech/debate. There are no finals!
We are charging $7 per student per entry (meaning $14 for CX, PF, and Duo) and $6 per congress entry.  Pre-registration is due no later than 3:30 p.m. on Tuesday, December 2.  All fees will be assessed as of the entries received at pre-registration.  If you register later than December 2, late fees will be assessed.  Entries will rise to $8 per student and $7 per congress.  Drops after December 3 will not be deducted from your registration fee.  

If you have any judges, please let us know so we may contact them.  Due to the increasing size of the tournament, please try to bring as many judges as possible and try to meet all deadlines in a timely fashion; doing so helps run a more effective and efficient tournament.

There are several hotels, restaurants, fast food and other activities in Fruita and Grand Junction.  Also, we will be offering a concession stand. We look forward to seeing you at the tournament.
