Hello everyone!!  The Greeley West Forensics team would like to invite you and your team to the 2010 GWHS ‘Leonidas Cup’ Varsity Invitational Tournament on January 16th, 2010.  

This year we will once again run a waved-style tournament and if we have the numbers, we will power stack the debates.  This system will allow students to enter one Blue Wave event and one Gold Wave event.  All events (with the exception of Student Congress) will run three rounds and will have finals.  Finals in events will be cutthroat, so no preliminary round ranks will be used.  In debate, finalists and award winners will be compiled from the power bracket (if the debate is powered) and will be determined by (1) record, (2) rank, (3) speaker points.  If ties still exist, Strength of Opposition will be used.
Blue Wave Events: CX, PF, Drama, Humor, NX and Student Congress.  

Gold Wave Events: LD, Duo, OO, FX, Poetry, Creative Storytelling and Student Congress.  
We will emulate the real congress and have a revolving congress session in our amphitheater (which helps add to the look of a real congress chamber).  Students will attend the congress session in one wave, then take an extended personal privilege and go to the next wave.  I will make every effort to maintain the same judge for all 3 ‘mini-rounds’, but if that is not possible, there will be a different judge each round and results will be averaged to determine awards… the student must be in all three ‘mini-rounds’ to be eligible for an award & the last PO standing (like Leonidas’ mighty 300) will get the gavel.  Finals for all events (except congress) will commence at the conclusion of round 3 of the Gold Wave.

Entries will be accepted until 60 rooms are filled.  Please enter early entries so we can plan for judges accordingly  (meaning no use of coaches!!  Yeah!!!).  Fees of $8.00 per single entry, $16.00 per team (CX, Duo and PF) and $5.00 per student congress entry are based on pre-registration.

I would like to give a huge thanks to Dave and Vickie Howard, registration will take place online at www.speechmeets.com without them I would be pulling out my hair (I usually keep it short for a reason!!). Please email me all congress legislation.  I will post all legislation at www.speechmeets.com. You will be able to view and print any and all legislation that I receive.  I will NOT be distributing copies on the day of the tournament (I only get 1 box of paper to last me the year so sorry but my students need that paper!!!), so have your students print out what they need before they arrive.  Students are also welcome to bring more legislation not posted on speechmeets.com, but should bring 30 copies for their chamber.
PLEASE HELP US WITH JUDGES.  I will do my best to contact as many judges as possible but if you could provide me with phone numbers, or emails of more, I would be a very happy camper.  I want to run on time and get everyone (including myself) on their way at a decent time.  In order to do this, we need lots of judges.  We will also ask that ALL coaches judge 2 rounds during the day. No matter the circumstance, every team is required to donate two rounds of judging by any person. Coaches not wishing to judge or who do not provide a judge for the 2 donated rounds will be asked to pay a $30 judge fee.

Extemp draw: This will take place 30 minutes prior to scheduled start of the round.  Please note that this includes starting round 1 draw promptly at 7:30 in the Libary If you are running late, please call my cell phone and register your team.  Extempers arriving late to ANY of the rounds (regardless of the reason) will forfeit their fully allotted prep time.  LATE DEBATERS WILL NOT GET FULL PREP TIME.  
Creative Storytelling Draw: These will take place in the 701 these will take place 15 minutes prior to the scheduled start of the round.  

Double Entries

1. Students may enter 1 Blue Wave & 1 Gold Wave event.

2. No triple/quadruple entries please.

3. In order to expedite the schedule, if you have students (especially debaters w/ extemp) who have doubled in an event requiring draw time (Extemp/Creative Storytelling) who are late to draw, they will just have to do with less draw time to keep us running on time.  Please inform your students about the values of efficient time management and hustling.
Awards:  Trophies or plaques (depending on current costs) will be awarded to all 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners; 4th, 5th, and 6th will receive ribbons, as will Superior and Excellent competitors in each event.    

Judging: ALL Coaches will be asked to judge at least two rounds.  you don’t have to worry about not having time to judge.  Coaches not wishing to judge will be assessed a $30 judging fee.  We ask that if you bring judges that they do not hang out in the commons with the other teams as this can cause other competitors to freak out.  Judges will be asked not to discuss rounds with students until the conclusion of the tournament to help ensure the appearance of fairness and integrity, and to ensure that the tournament runs ON TIME.  We will have a cozy, food-filled room in which judges can congregate.

Debate Topics & the use of laptops:  

CX debaters will use Alternative Energy Incentives topic. (Please note: while this is a CHSAA tournament, I will NOT mandate that judges have to use the Stock Issues Paradigm… paradigms are up to each individual judge and we will use NFL rules to accommodate out of state competitors)  Rebuttals will be 5 minutes. Since the NFL is piloting the use of laptops in CX, this tournament will test out the viability.  The use of laptops will be allowed for flowing and file retrieval, but the use of WiFi will NOT be allowed.  Cheating will result in an IMMEDIATE DQ from the tournament and if the offending team won the ballot, it will be overturned; consider this your one and only warning. 
Resolved: The United States federal government should substantially increase social services for persons living in poverty in the United States.
LD debaters will use the NFL Jan/Feb topic SEE NFL website.  No laptops.
PF debaters will use the NFL January topic  SEE NFL website. For PF, sides will be determined in tab… NO COIN FLIP… Why…Don’t you want to get out of here at a reasonable time??  Coin Flips are an unnecessary hassle.  Make sure your debaters are prepared for both sides. No laptops please.
Lunch:  Lunch will be served for coaches and judges.  A concession stand will serve snacks and other goodies… if your kids have reasonable requests for food, email me and I will pass that info along to our concessions.  They will sell a multitude of items.  There are a few restaurants within short walking distance of Greeley West such as:  Burger King, Cici’s Pizza, and Subway. 

Smoking:  Smoking is not allowed anywhere on campus.  Because a residential area surrounds Greeley West, students are asked not to smoke across the street as well.

Tab Room:  We will be in the Business Department’s computer lab.  Coaches will be asked to help in the tab room and occasionally to judge if needed.

Ballots:  We are operating under the freedom of information act here so you may read ballots at any point in the day.  Ballots will be color coded by event.  We will even try to provide student labor to stuff, sort and staple your ballots for you (keep in mind I have no competitive speech class and my team is quite small).  I do ask that you hold all ballots from your students until after the awards ceremony (Everybody likes a surprise!!)
Day-of-the-tournament Contact (if you are running late)

If you are running late the day of the tournament, PLEASE call Tony’s cell phone 

(970) 227-4442, let us register you and get things going.  If you are late and have not contacted Tony, you will be dropped from the first round… your students will receive losses in the debates and will receive 4s in all other events but will be able to enter the competition the following round.

Where the heck is Greeley West anyway?????
Greeley really is not so bad… Streets run east and west & Avenues run north and south.  The easiest way to West is Hwy 34 to 35th Avenue and turn North. Entries: Please limit entries to a maximum of 5 per debate event (if you bring a debate judge – 4 if not) and a max of 5 for all other events, unlimited for Student Congress.  If you wish to have additional entries, contact me and we will see if that request can be accommodated.

We will accept entries until the 60 rooms are filled.

Creative Storytelling

Event Description

DESCRIPTION:
1. The best creative storytelling will utilize narration and characterization.

a. The storytelling presentation shall be evaluated on the basis of effective speaking

practices with emphasis on conversational style, spontaneous bodily activity,

ability to develop character, and to resolve the outline plot.

b. The presentation should reflect the speaker's ability to create and develop a story.

c. No stage accessories may be used.

2. Acting is permissible in creative storytelling as characterization is essential in some

types of stories. It must be kept in mind that an effective story has exposition, rising

action, climax and resolution. The event may be serious or humorous in nature.

An example of a topic drawn by a student in Creative Storytelling is:

Characters: A fire-eating dragon

Setting: Damp Cave

Situation: His fire has gone out

PROCEDURES:.

a. Schedules of drawing and speaking times, preparation room assignment are furnished to

the students.

b. Fifteen minutes prior to speaking, each student will draw three story outlines.

- Each contestant shall immediately choose one of the three outlines drawn.

- No reference material or prepared notes will be allowed during the preparation

time, although the student may write notes to himself/herself.

c. Before speaking, the student will give the critic the slip with the outline of the story

chosen to present. No note cards or outlines may be used during presentation.

d. Time limits of presentation will be not less than three minutes and not more than five

minutes.

e. The student may use one chair.
