Dear Coach:

You and your squad are cordially invited to attend the annual Salt Talks Invitational Forensics Tournament to be held at Hutchinson High School on January 29-30, 2010. 

On Friday the 29th, we will be hosting Student Congress, Lincoln Douglas Debate, and Public Forum Debate.  In Congress, we will have both Senate and House, varsity and novice.  We will try to keep chambers below 20 members.  There will be 4 rounds of debate in PFD and LD as well as 3 sessions of Congress.

We will medal the top six in Senate and Congress, the top four in PFD, top four in LD.  We will award sweepstakes based on top 10 entries for the top three schools in all Friday events.  

All coaches will be in the judging pool for Friday night.  If you are used, it will most likely be in Congress, but if you enter no congress, expect to judge LD or PFD.
Student Congress – All legislation can be found at www.westkansasnfl.com/Congress.htm.  Please read carefully, we will only be debating a few pieces of legislation at each tournament this season. Please make sure to select the correct legislation for the Hutchinson tournament. 

We will debate the January/February LD topic and the February PFD topic. I don’t think it makes sense to make students prepare to debate the January topic for one weekend.
On Saturday, January 30th, we will host the following events will be held: Original Oratory, Informative Speaking, Prose, Poetry, DI, HI, International Extemporaneous Speaking, United States Extemporaneous speaking, Duet Acting and Impromptu Speaking.  Students can enter as many events as they would like, but only one draw event (USX or IX).  Keep in mind that the rounds will close exactly on time.  If you do not perform for an event for that round, you will receive the last ranking in that round.  Entry Fees will be $5.00 per person in each event.  

We will also award all out-round competitors in each event with a medal.  We will break into finals based on ranks and quality points.  Finals will be tabbed “cut throat”, meaning that once finals begins, only the rankings in finals matters.  Any ties after the final round will be broken by the lower ranks/quality points for the preliminary rounds. We will award the top three schools in sweepstakes.  Sweeps will be calculated by your top 20 entries through prelims.  Finals will not count towards sweeps.

There will be a full judge’s lounge for both days with ample snacks and drinks provided throughout the tournament.
Concessions will also be provided for those that are interested on both days.  The standard fare will include drinks and snacks. We are also willing to provide a lunch service on Saturday provided that enough schools show interest (e.g. let me know your interested by Wednesday, January 27th). If we do this, it will be pizza by the slice for $1. 
Entries are on a first come – first serve basis.  Your pre-entry does reserve you a spot in the tournament and is recommended. Final numbers are due to me by Tuesday, January 26th.  I will confirm those entries on Wednesday, and set rounds on Thursday.  After Wednesday, all entry fees are due.  If you have any questions, email me.
