Limits on Entries:  Each school is limited to a maximum of 10 entries in each event.  We might be able to accommodate more after pre-registration ends; please email Kevin Brich with requests for additional entries.  We will close the tournament when we fill the rooms we have available; I will inform you when that occurs.

Please bring one event judge for every six event entries and one debate judge for every two debate entries.  With enough judges, we will single wave LD and PF, so bring a lot.  Please inform your judges and competitors of appropriate behavior.

Schedule:  All events, including debates, will have 3 rounds.  (We are planning to single wave LD & PF)

3:00-3:30 – Registration (parking should be available after 2:45)

4:00 – Round I

5:15 – Round II (we assume CX rounds will be shorter than normal)

6:30 – Round III

8:30 – Awards

Awards:  We will award Superior and Excellent ribbons to top performers.  We intend to be extremely generous with awards.
