You are cordially invited!  Golden High School will be hosting this event again this year.  We are excited to be hosting the first varsity tournament of the season.
· We will offer all CHSAA tournament events: CX, Novice CX, LD, PF, OO, FX, NX, DI, HI, PI, DU.

· Each school may enter a maximum of 24 entries (CX , Public Forum and Duo count as 1 entry), with a maximum of 6 entries in any event. Students may NOT double-enter.  All events will have three preliminary rounds and finals.  Trophies will be awarded to the top three places in all events.
· Fees:  All entries are $9.00 per entry (except CX and Novice CX, which are $18 per team.  PF and Duo are $9.00 per team/entry).
· We will close registration when we have filled. Waves will be determined after entries are processed.

· Varsity and Novice CX will run as separate events if there are at least 8 teams in each division; otherwise, they will be collapsed into a single event. National and International Extemp will run as separate events if there are at least 15 competitors in each division; otherwise, they will be collapsed into a single division, though students will be able to draw from only National topics or only International topics.

· Novice CX is for competitors in their first year of CX competition or who would greatly benefit from novice competition.  Please use your best discretion.
· Laptop computers will be allowed in CX and Novice CX.  We will follow NFL rules regarding computers.
· Concessions will be available for competitors.

· Lunch will be provided for coaches and judges.

· Tabulation/Ballots: The tab room will be closed. A second tab will be run to assure accuracy. The ballot room will be open to coaches after the final preliminary round has started.

· Coaches should be prepared to judge.  This tournament values the expertise of coaches and people from the community.  All coaches will be expected to judge as necessary, as we want the students to benefit from your expertise.  In the past, we have used exclusively volunteer judges.  This year, we will pay some judges – if you are bringing a judge who needs to be paid, please notify Tammie before the tournament.

Carefully inform your students that we have adopted a security procedure. Students are not to enter any classroom or office unless a judge is already present. Students found in violation may be dismissed from the tournament.
