This is your invitation to the forty-eighth Mullen-Golden Tournament.  This year’s meet will be held at Mullen High School on January 11-12, 2008. In order to give more chances for competition, this year’s meet will be divided into waves.  The “L” wave will include USX, Duo Interp, LD, Original and JV debate(a debater in her/his first year of competition).  Wave “F” includes FX, Public Forum, Varsity CX, and Interpretation. Those entering interp will deliver cuttings from drama, humor, and poetry.  All areas have 4 prelim + semis and finals. (See attached rules sheet).  In the debates, rounds I an II are preset on the basis of geography. Other rounds are power matched.  All event rounds are random scheduled.  We then cut to semis.  

Doubling: Contestants may enter only one type of debate. Doubling within waves is not allowed. 

                  Contestants may enter events in both waves.

Number of Entries: You may enter up to 20 in each wave. If you choose to overload any one area you will compete against yourself.  Entry fees are on the pre-registration form.

Judging: Each coach is asked to judge two rounds free of charge. If you are able to bring extra judges, please do so. We pay $8.00 per round. 

Awards: Trophies for 1-6, plaques for semi-finalist, superior and excellent ribbons.  

Food: Coaches and judges will get Dinner on Friday and Lunch on Saturday.  A variety of fast food will be on sale for students. 

Pre-Registration: You register for the tournament at www.speechmeets.com. We have a limited number of rooms and when we fill we close registration. You may make changes to your registration until January 5th on the website.  You are charged for the numbers as of January 5th.

Please phone in drops: To start the tournament on time, we ask that you inform us of any drops by 9:30 on Jan. 11th.  Arrive at the tournament by 9:30 or call the Mullen Speech office at 303-761-1764 x3321.
