The Newton High School Forensics squad would like to extend an early invitation to you and your team to participate in the Newton High School Forensics Tournament to be held on Friday, February 5 and Saturday, February 6, 2010. We are limiting the Forensics tournament held on Saturday to the first 15 teams who reply ASAP and the others will be put on a waiting list. Tentatively we will have four varsity chambers and possibly one novice chamber. More may be added depending on interest. More info will follow depending on school interest.

On Saturday the 6th, we will be hosting a forensics tournament consisting of three preliminary rounds and a finals round. KSHSAA rules will apply. The following events will be held: Original Oration, Informative speaking, Prose, Poetry, Serious Solo Acting, Humorous Solo Acting, Impromptu speaking, Duet Acting, , Duo Interp, Foreign and Domestic Extemporaneous speaking. Fees will be $4 per person in each event. If you do not host a tournament, your fees will be $5 per person in each event.

We will medal the top six in each event. Trophies or plaques will be awarded to the top three schools with the most sweepstakes points from prelim rounds only. Points will be totaled from your 16 entries.
