You are cordially invited to attend the Northridge Novice Tournament on Saturday, October 10th, 2009. I am working on reviving the Northridge D/F team, and I’m excited for us to host this tournament. I will be working with other coaches from the area, so you can be assured that the tournament will run smoothly. 
EVENTS: Policy, LD, PF, OO, Combined Extemp, Humor, Drama, Poetry, and Duo.

ENTRIES:  There are no limits on entries, provided you can cover them with judges.  I will accept any and all entries until the building is full!  Please pre-register by using www.speechmeets.com.
COST: $5 per competitor ($10 per team), based on pre-registration numbers. Please make checks payable to NORTHRIDGE HIGH DEBATE & FORENSICS.

JUDGES: Please bring one varsity judge for every 5 event entries and 1 varsity judge for every 2 debate entries.  I will use as many of the judges as is humanly possible, but please make sure your students understand that the less events they tell us they will judge, the less opportunity we will have to use them.  Example: If you have a judge who tells us ‘I only judge oratory’, tell them they might want bring something else along with them to do.  I will panel, if numbers allow.  NEW SCHOOLS: If you are worried that you won’t have enough/any experienced competitors who can judge, contact me – we’ll likely be able to get you covered.  There’s usually a surplus.

DEBATE TOPICS: All current NFL debate topics will be used.  Please see www.nflonline.org for the correct topics.

NOVICE DEFINED: I am of the opinion that a novice competitor is one in their first year of competition, or new/virtually new to the activity.  So, not the first year competing in the event; but first, first year.  I realize that occasionally a student may have competed at only one tournament or the like sometime the year before, so I’m willing to allow a small exception.  As an objective standard: the competitor should not be a member of NFL as of October 1st.  Any student who is an NFL member (25 points or more) will be disqualified and removed from the tournament immediately.  
** Please contact me if you have any questions regarding this distinction. Things will run much smoother if there are no DQs. Complications can have a detrimental impact on our schedule and your time getting home! **
FOOD: Food will be available for purchase for all students.  Coaches and judges will be provided with snacks throughout the day.

POLICY RULES:  The Longmont Novice meet follows the northern-area trend in recent years regarding CX debate.  Namely, I will let the judges know that the negative should not be allowed to run topicality, counterplans, or kritiks at this meet.  

EXTEMP:  My plan is to have one round of national, one of international, and then each student may choose which area they’d rather have for their third round.

AWARDS:  Big (rather than GIANT) ribbons will be awarded to the top three finishers in each event. We will award the top six specifically, and superior and excellent ribbons will also be given.
