Events: 

Green wave:  Cross Examination Debate, Novice Cross Examination Debate, Public Forum Debate, Humor, Drama, Impromptu

Blue wave:  Lincoln Douglas Debate, Duo, Poetry, Oratory, National Extemp, Foreign Extemp

Additional events:  Congress

Students may double enter in any 2 events with the following restrictions:  

1. Students in Congress may not double enter.

2. CX Debaters may only double enter in Blue Wave events (not LD) and may not receive full prep time if they choose to double in extemp.

3. Students are responsible for signing in and competing in both events they are registered for. 

4. Any school with double entered students must complete the double entry form and submit prior to the tournament.

CX topic:  2007-2008 – Aid to Sub Saharan Africa

LD topic:  Nov/Dec. –  R: In the United States, plea bargaining in exchange for testimony is unjust.

PF topic NFL December – R: That the United States would be justified in pursuing military options against Iran.
Novice CX Division:

We will offer a novice CX division.  Students registered for this event should be first year competitors in Cross Examination Debate.  We will collapse divisions if less than 4 novice teams register.

Registration:

Registration will take place on Speechmeets. Please go to www.speechmeets.com to register for the tournament and to update your entries. Remember to register early, as the meet closed prior to the preregistration deadline last year.

Awards:
Trophies will be awarded for the top six competitors in each event.  Numerous ribbons will be awarded for other outstanding competitors.  Team trophies will be presented to the top three teams.

Congress:

Any bills and resolutions should be e-mailed to Christine Sukup at csukup@cherrycreekschools.org by November 16th.  Please double check that all legislation is in the proper format and that it has not been previously submitted. Dockets will be e-mailed to participating schools on November 19th and posted on www.speechmeets.com.

Fees:

There will be a $9.00 fee for each competitor, based on preregistration numbers.

Preregistration is due by November 26th.  We will close when all sections are full, so enter as soon as possible.  Make checks payable to OVERLAND HIGH SCHOOL SPEECH AND DEBATE.

Schedule:

Registration will take place from 7:00-7:30 am.  Competition will begin promptly at 8:00 am. CX will begin at 7:45. Please register on time so that the meet can begin on time.  You may also call in registration to (720)933-6984.  Competitors will compete in three rounds in each event, with the top six competitors competing in finals.  Awards are scheduled for 7:30 pm. 

Judges:

Judges are the key to any meet.  Any school with competitors in Debate events is expected to bring at least one qualified debate judge.  We will try to avoid using coaches to judge as much as possible, although coaches may be asked to judge two rounds free of charge.
