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Forensics Invitational Tournament

Dear Forensic Coaches,

On behalf of the Poudre High School Forensics team, it is our pleasure to invite you and your team to participate in the 2007 PHS Forensic Invitational Tournament on December 1st, 2007.  

PRE-REGISTRATION:  4 entries are allowed in all events except Student Congress, for which there is no entry limit. Additional entries can be waitlisted and will be accommodated if space is available--and if you can bring judges with you.  You can register for the tournament through November. 26th.  Any entries after this date will be accepted on a space-available basis. You can make entry changes directly on the website until November 29th; however, changes after the 26th will not reduce your entry fee!  
EVENTS:   A Wave will include Novice Policy Debate, Lincoln-Douglas Debate, Combined Extemp (Round 1 National, Round 2 International, Round 3 Combo),  Duo Interp, Poetry Interp, and Congress A.  B Wave will include Varsity Policy Debate, Humorous Interp, Dramatic Interp, Public Forum Debate, Original Oratory, and Congress B.  Students will be allowed to enter and exit Congress rounds as needed to return to their other scheduled events.    Doubling is encouraged, but only across (not within) waves.  Extempers who are doubled may not receive all of their prep time.  Finals for all events will begin ASAP following the completion of preliminary rounds.  We will try to stagger to accommodate double finalists.  

VARSITY/JV POLICY DRAWS: All novice CX debaters are allowed to enter both Varsity and Novice draws.  However, only CX debaters in their first year of competition should enter the Novice draw.  Also, in order to run a Novice division of CX, we need varsity debaters to act as judges.  For this reason, please do NOT allow varsity Policy Debaters to double enter except as judges for A Wave. 

CONGRESS LEGISLATION:  Please send legislation via email to sgengler@psdschools.org (do not fax) by November 26th. Legislation will be available on Speech Meets the evening of the 26th.
RULES: The tab room will be closed, but ballots will be available for coaches to review.  We will be using the current NFL topics for all debate events.  
JUDGING:  We feature a diverse judging pool of former competitors, community members and parents, and every attempt will be made to avoid the use of lay judges in CX/LD rounds.  If needed, coaches may be asked to judge 2 rounds free of charge. Coaches who judge any additional rounds will be paid and thanked effusively.  If you will not be with your team, please send someone who is qualified to judge.  Coaches not wishing to judge may pay an additional $10 judging fee. Additionally, we ask all coaches to bring two qualified judges with them. We will be paying $8 cash per round/session.
FEES:  Registration costs are $8 per events entries; $16 for CX, PF, and Duo; and $5 for Congress.   Fees must be paid according to pre-registration entry numbers (as of Nov. 29th).  Make checks payable to Poudre High School Forensics.

AWARDS:  Trophies will be awarded to all 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners; 4th - 6th place will receive ribbons.  Honorable Mention ribbons will also be awarded as merited.  In Congress, Presiding Officers as well as Outstanding and Superior speakers will be recognized.  

LUNCH:  Lunch and snacks will be served to coaches and judges.  A concession stand in the commons area will serve pizza and snacks.  There are no restaurants within walking distance from Poudre, so have students plan accordingly.
PLEASE PHONE IN DROPS!  To start the tournament on time, we ask that you inform us of your drops by 7:30 am on Dec. 1st.  You may do so by either arriving at the tournament before then or by calling Samantha Gengler-Colburn’s cell phone:  303-912-4585.  This will allow us to schedule much more quickly and get the first round off as close to 8:00 as possible.
