Dear Coach:

We would like to invite you and your team to participate in the Salina High School Central Forensics Tournament to be held on Friday, February 19th and Saturday, February 20th, 2010.  We are very ecstatic to announce that we are a Tournament of Champions (TOC) bid qualifying tournament in ALL of the following events:  HI, DI, Duo, OO, IX and USX.  For more information on these events, please visit www.tocextemp.com for information on IX and USX and visit www.nietoc.com for information on HI, DI, Duo and OO.  We are not planning on limiting your entries to this tournament.  Understand, that if you enter a ton of kids in a single event, it’s likely you will compete against yourself.
We are currently sanctioned for states that are within a 500 mile radius of the Kansas border.  If you are more than 500 miles away from the border of Kansas, I am very sad to tell you that our state rules do not allow you to participate in this tournament.  States that we have sanctioned include Nebraska, Missouri, Oklahoma, Texas, Colorado, Illinois, South Dakota and Wyoming.  Of course, we again welcome and encourage all of the Kansas teams to our tournament.

On Friday the 19th, we will be hosting Student Congress, Lincoln Douglas Debate, and Public Forum Debate.  In Congress, we will have chambers of Senate and House, both varsity and novice.  We will try to keep chambers below 20 members.  There will be 5 rounds of debate in PFD and LD as well as 3 sessions of Congress.
We will trophy the top six in Varsity Senate and House A of Congress, the winners of each chamber and the top 3 in PFD.  We will medal 4th-6th in PFD, other top 6 in congress and the top six in LD.  We will award sweepstakes based on top 10 entries for the top 3 schools in all debate events.  

All coaches will be required to judge on Friday night.  This will most likely be in Congress, but if you enter no congress, expect to judge LD or PFD.  If you have an assistant you would rather have judge, that is fine or both will be allowed.

On Saturday, February 20th, we will be hosting a forensics tournament consisting of three preliminary rounds, quarterfinal, semifinal and a final round. The following events will be held: Original Oration, Informative Speaking, Prose, Poetry, DI, HI, Duet Acting, Improvised Duet Acting, International Extemporaneous Speaking, United States Extemporaneous speaking, Duo Interpretation and Impromptu Speaking.  Students can enter as many events as they would like, but only one draw event (USX, IX, or IDA).  Keep in mind that the rounds will close exactly on time.  If you do not perform for an event for that round, you will receive the last ranking in that round.  Entry Fees will be $5.00 per person in each event.  
Due to the amount of competition from out of state, competitors will be allowed to use NFL or KSHSAA regulations on their event.  We will start the quarterfinal round as close to 1:15 as possible, but will offer a lunch for those that stay at the site.  Expect quarterfinals draw to begin at 1:00 and other events to start at 1:15.  Semifinal round will begin at approximately 3:00 in all events with draw beginning at 2:45.  Finals will be at 4:30 with draw events at 4:15.  If an event does not have significant numbers, we will shorten the number of out-rounds.
We will also award all out-round competitors in each event with a medal.  We will break into quarterfinals based on ranks and quality points.  Tab will be cumulative of all rounds for the day.  Any ties after the final round will be broken by the judges’ preferences in the final round.  We will award the top five schools in sweepstakes.  Sweeps will be calculated by your top 20 entries through semifinals.  Finals will not count towards sweeps.
You will be required to bring a judge for every 7 entries in the TOC events, HI, DI, Duo, OO, IX and USX.  There are no judging requirements for the other events, but any extra judges would be appreciated.  If you would rather pay for the judging requirement and not bring extra judges, they can be purchased for $15.00 per entry for $100.00 for 7 total entries.

There will be a full judge’s lounge for both days with dinner being served Friday night, breakfast and lunch served on Saturday.  There will also be ample snacks and drinks provided for all your work during the tournament judging and coaching your kids.  Our parents group pride themselves on a quality lounge and this tournament will be no exception.

Concessions will also be provided for those that are interested on both days.  The standard fare will include drinks and snacks with a dinner meal Friday and lunch meal Saturday.  The price for the meals will be 3.50 each for both meals and will include 2 pieces of pizza, a can of soda or bottle of water and a bag of chips.  You can either pay for this with your entry fees as a team, a separate check or just have the students pay for themselves.  If you would rather go out, there are several restaurants nearby, but just be sure to get back in time for the next round because it will go off on time.

Due to the possible size of this tournament, there may be multiple locations including Lakewood Middle School, (1135 Lakewood Circle) and even possibly Heusner Elementary (1300 Norton Street).  Due to this fact, you will need to make sure you have transportation to all these locations.  I will try to keep all entered in one location for all preliminary rounds.  If this becomes a problem, students may have to only enter 1-2 events.  There will be a variety of events at each location.
Entries are on a first come – first serve basis.  Your pre-entry does reserve you a spot in the tournament and is recommended.  Preliminary numbers in all events are due by Friday, February 5th.  Final entries are due no later than Friday, February 12th.  I will confirm those entries by the middle of the next week.  After you receive confirmation, there will be no refunds given.  If you have any questions, email me or call me using the info below.  

Finally, you will want to attend our Friday night party for all coaches, judges and students.  The party will be located at our state of the art teen center, The City.  Activities will include a dance party, indoor basketball/dodgeball arena, internet café, billards, movie house, video games and arcade.  More information on this location can be found at www.thecityonthenet.com.  The only trick to this is you need to email if you plan on attending this event because the number of people is limited to 550 people due to fire code.  This event is totally free and underwritten by www.visitsalina.com.

Events Offered and a Brief Description

United Stated Extemporaneous Speaking (Sponsored by ExtempRelief.com) – Students will draw 3 topics dealing with issues in the United States choosing one.  They will have 30 minutes to prepare a speech over the topic citing sources for their evidence.  All topics have been provided by ExtempRelief.com.  (7 minutes)

International Extemporaneous Speaking (Sponsored by ExtempRelief.com) – Students will draw 3 topics dealing with issues in the United States choosing one.  They will have 30 minutes to prepare a speech over the topic citing sources for their evidence.  All topics have been provided by ExtempRelief.com. (7 minutes)

Humorous Interpretation (Sponsored by Kansas Wesleyan University Debate/Forensics) – A humorous interpretation given using as many characters as necessary to develop the plot of the story.  Students will be allowed to use a chair and won’t be limited to their space.  (10 minutes)
Dramatic Interpretation (Sponsored by Kansas State Forensics – Speech Unlimited) – A serious interpretation given using as many characters as necessary to develop the plot of the story.  Students will be allowed to use a chair and won’t be limited to their space.  (10 minutes)
Duo Interpretation – (Sponsored by Hutchinson Community College Debate/Forensics) A team event where 2 actors team to create a scene without the use of any props, tables, chairs, etc. using one or multiple characters.  They are not allowed to touch each other or give direct eye contact other than in the introduction.  Literature can be either humorous or serious in nature.  (10 minutes)
Original Oration (Sponsored by Kansas State Forensics – Speech Unlimited) – A persuasive speech written and delivered by the student.  Can be over any topic and can’t use any props or visual aides.  (10 minutes)
Informative Speaking – (Sponsored by Heart of America Forensics Camp) An informative speech written and delivered by the student.  Can be over any topic and can’t use any props or visual aides.  (7 minutes)
Duet Acting – A team event similar to Duo with the exception that actors can look at each other, touch and interact.  Should work together to create the scene and are allowed to use a table and two chairs.  (10 minutes)
Improvised Duet Acting – Two students will draw 3 characters choosing 2, 3 situations choosing 1 and 3 locations choosing 1.  Using these topics, they will create an original scene which should develop a plot.  Use of a table and two chairs is allowed.  Scenes can be serious or funny in nature.  (4 minute minimum, 7 minute max)
Interpretation of Prose (Sponsored by Heart of America Forensics Camp) – Students with the aide of a folder will read selection/(s) from literature using their voice and facial expressions to emphasize the story.  Movement is restricted in this event and all students must read from the binder.  Any story or stories with humorous or serious plots can be used.  (7 minutes)
Interpretation of Poetry (Sponsored by Ottawa University Debate/Forensics)- Students with the aide of a folder will read selection/(s) from literature using their voice and facial expressions to emphasize the story.  Movement is restricted in this event and all students must read from the binder.  Free verse or rhymed poetry are allowed and all variations of poetry in-between.  Poems may be humorous or serious.  Long single poems or collections of poetry can  be used.  (7 minutes)
Impromptu Speaking (Sponsored by Ottawa University Debate/Forensics)– Students will draw 3 topics and choose one.  They will have 5 minutes to prepare a speech over that topic using any information from their memories or research.  Topic areas will be proverbs, quotes, abstract words, famous people, events and fortune cookies.  (5 minutes)
Public Forum Debate – Students will debate over the February NFL resolution in a more communication style of debate that should relate to all judges.  Each student will provide a 4 minute speech in alternating pattern and cross-examination to follow.  PFD is an advocacy of a position derived from issues presented in the resolution, not a prescribed set of burdens.  For more info – www.nflonline.org/uploads/AboutNFL/cr103pf_instr.pdf 
Lincoln-Douglas Debate (Sponsored by Hutchinson Community College Debate/Forensics) – Students will debate over the January/February NFL resolution.  A philosophical debate over moral issues facing our world.  Winning debaters should have any or all of the following:  values, criteria, burden of proof, argumentation, clash and good delivery.
Congressional Debate – Students write and deliver 3 minute speeches over resolutions and bills written by schools.  Students will debate pros and cons of all issues before passing or failing the issues.  All legislation can be found at www.westkansasnfl.com/Congress.htm.  Non member West Kansas schools are allowed to enter 1 piece of legislation per team and must be sent by February 1st.  Any legislation after that will be walk-on.
