AWARDS

Generous numbers of ribbons only will be awarded for superior and excellent performances in both debate and events.

DEFINITION OF A NOVICE COMPETITOR

The spirit of our meet is to provide a positive learning environment for NEW forensics students.  A novice, therefore, must not have competed in more than one high school forensic meet (in any event) prior to this year.  That means a student who “filled in” once last spring could still compete it you believe he is “new” at this. ALSO, Students who have ONE YEAR or less of experience in interpretation or oratory may try their hand at debate.  Please use good judgment in deciding which of your students are true beginners.

JUDGING

Schools should provide one experienced student judge for every two debate entries.  One student judge should be provided for every six students entered in events.  If possible, please bring extra judges.  We will use as many varsity students as possible to judge each round.  Therefore, some sections may have three critics; please “warn” your students.  Coaches will be used to judge only if needed.  Please remember to bring student judges that you feel have the necessary background to provide positive and instructive criticism.  IF YOUR PROGRAM IS NEW and you can’t bring any varsity students please feel free to come!   We really want to support your efforts.  You may bring observers also!

ROUNDS OF COMPETITION

Three rounds of competition will be guaranteed in all areas.

FOOD

Coffee and donuts will be served in the morning with lunch provided at noon for coaches and all judges.  A number of fast food establishments are within easy walking distance for competitors and we will offer a snack bar.

RULES

C.H.S.A.A. guidelines will be used in debate and events with the exception of oratory.   Novice orators may use their script if necessary. 


We will be again using the computerized tab.  Coaches will receive their student’s exact code at registration.  You will need to share these with your students.  Schools will be a double letter and then each student will have a number.  We will transfer your codes A, B, C etc. from your final registration sheet so you may switch around up until registration.

DEBATE TOPICS:


CX:  Resolved: The United States federal government should substantially increase social services for persons living in poverty in the United States.

Lincoln-Douglas: Resolved: Public high school students in the United States ought not be required to pass standardized exit exams to graduate. 

Public Forum: Resolved: When in conflict, the United Nations should prioritize global poverty reduction over environmental protection.
