2009 Region 1 State Qualifying Tournament Info

Greetings, Coaches!

Below, you’ll hopefully find answers to all your pressing questions regarding our upcoming regional tournament, although I hope you’ll feel free to email me if you have any remaining questions or concerns.  Also, please familiarize yourself with all rules for the tournament (in the tournament handbook, R1-R5).

TOURNAMENT FORMS:

Regional tournament entry forms are included in the 2008-2009 Speech Tournament Handbook you should have received from CHSAA either at the Vail Symposium or through the mail.  To access the regional tournament entry forms online, go to www.chsaa.org, select the speech link off of the sports/activities menu, then select the 2008-2009 speech tournament handbook link.  

PRE-REGISTRATION:

A.  Page R-6 is the Pre-registration form.  Please send a signed copy (by you and your principal) to CHSAA along with your check postmarked by Feb. 14 to avoid a late fee.  

B.  Please note that students may only enter one A-wave event (Drama, Poetry, NX, FX, Humor, Oratory) and one B-wave event (CX, LD, PF, Duo).  A events run on Friday, while B events run on Saturday.

C.  To actually submit your entry, go to www.speechmeets.com by Feb. 14.  Your online registration entry as of Feb. 14th must match the pre-registration form you send to CHSAA!!!!!  After that date, no change in fees will be made for drops, but adds will require an additional fee to be submitted to CHSAA.  

DROPS AND ADDS:

A. All drops after Feb. 14 must be submitted to me through email.  Any drops will create opportunities for registered alternates to be pulled into the tournament. As in the past, draws will be made randomly.  I will email random codes (which I will send separately to the coaches of teams with alternates) to a neutral coach who will then choose one code blindly.  This will be repeated with all drops until the date of the scheduling meeting.  After the scheduling meeting, drops will still be allowed up to Friday at registration, but any alternates pulled in at this point will be forced to assume the code of the dropped competitor and may have to hit their teammates in rounds.

B.  You may add competitors after the pre-reg deadline by contacting me, but you will need to submit payment for them to CHSAA in order for them to be allowed to compete.

OTHER FORMS:

The Final Registration form (R9 - R10) must be submitted to me at the time of registration.

A written copy of all Oratory entries must be submitted to me with the required cover form (page R-7).  Follow directions for underlining quotes. DO NOT SEND A COPY OF YOUR ORATORY TO CHSAA UNLESS YOUR STUDENT QUALIFIES FOR STATE.

Double entry forms (R-8) for any double entered students must be submitted to me at registration.  At our district meeting last year, we agreed that qualifying in a team event will take precedent unless the team members specified their individual events as their preference.  That is, students pulled up in duo will be allowed to compete in duo, even if one or both partners qualified naturally in individual events.

SCHEDULING MEETING:

The scheduling meeting will be held on Tuesday, Feb. 24th, at Longmont HS.  I hope as many of you as possible will be able to attend.  Please RSVP if you plan to do so.  If we have 8-10 people, scheduling will only take 2 hours or less. It increases drastically as the number of coaches present decreases!

EXTEMP QUESTIONS:

I will be coordinating extemp questions for the tournament.  If you have competitors in either Extemp—or even if you don’t!!—please submit 10-20 questions in each event (NX/FX) to me at Dornan_Jim@stvrain.k12.co.us by Tuesday, Feb. 24th.  

DISTRICT COACHES MEETING:

If you have any issues you would like to see discussed at the meeting, please let me know via email.

JUDGES:

A.  At last year’s district meeting, we discussed the idea of instituting a quota system for schools to provide judges for the tournament.  Relying on a preponderance of judges who have affiliations with just a few schools creates some problems with scheduling judges at the tournament. Although no formal plan for a quota system has been devised, I was hoping every school would look at it as an obligation to recruit at least one judge for each 2 policy entries, each 4 LD entries, and each 8 events entries.  Understandably, new coaches may have a hard time meeting this quota, but I hope ALL coaches will attempt to honor this formula to help create a balanced, diverse judging pool.

B. As per CHSAA preferences and our own district vote, judges may be in their first year out of high school and be eligible to judge at the regional tournament.

C. Every attempt will be made to avoid using coaches as judges, but all coaches should be prepared to judge should it become necessary.

D. Judges will be paid $8 cash.

A FINAL NOTE:
The number of qualifiers we send to the state tournament depends on how many competitors we have at the regional tournament.  In debate, all 3-1 and 4-0 teams advance; in events, the number is based on a quota system.   Please make every effort to bring as many competitors as possible in each event!  And please try to keep all slots you pre-register for filled in those events for which no alternates are registered!
