Debate topics:

LD:  Resolved that the United States ought to submit to the jurisdiction of an international court designed to prosecute crimes against humanity.

PF:  Resolved that, on balance, the rise of Brazil, Russia, India and China (BRIC) has had a positive impact on the United States.

CX:  Resolved the United States federal government should substantially increase alternative energy incentives in the United States.

Judges:  Each school is responsible for hiring enough judges to cover their entries each day.  Judges will be paid $8.00 per round.  Food will be provided.

Entries:  Each school may enter up to 4 entries in each event (4 individuals, 4 debate teams, 4 duo teams, etc.).  Each school may also indicate if it has an alternative (a 5th entry) available in each event.  After February 7, alternates will be pulled in to replace drops.  Alternates may be pulled in on the day of the tournament.

Fees:  The fees are $12.00 per student (or $24.00 per team, including Duo).  There is also a $10 Registration Fee charged to every school.  Fees are to be paid to CHSAA, attn:  Paul Angelico, 14855 E. Second Avenue, Aurora, CO 80011.  
Double Entering:  Students may enter one event on Friday and one event on Saturday.  Students who are double entering must submit the Double Entry Form during Final Registration on Friday.

Original Orations:  Copies of original orations must be submitted to Tammie Peters at Golden H. S. 701 24th Street, Golden, CO  80401 (fax:  303-982-4201) by Saturday, February 7. Orations must be accompanied by the Oration Form. You do not need to send orations to CHSAA until your student qualifies for State.

Pre-Registration:  Pre-registration numbers will be handled on-line through speechmeets.com.  However, a final pre-registration form (including the principal’s signature) must also be sent to BOTH Tammie Peters at Golden H. S. 701 24th Street, Golden, CO  80401 AND CHSAA, attn:  Paul Angelico, 14855E. Second Avenue, Aurora, CO 80011.   Preregistration forms must be postmarked by Saturday, February 7.  Forms which are late will be assessed a $20 late fee.  (If your speechmeets.com entry and your Pre-registration form entries are different, the Pre-registration form is the “official entry.”  Please make sure they match by February 7.) 

Qualifying:  In debate, all 3-1 and 4-0 teams/debaters will advance to the State Tournament.  In the non-debate events, the number of qualifiers is directly proportional to the number of entries.  Roughly 25% of students will qualify.  More entries mean more qualifiers.  Please try to bring as many competitors as you can and to fill all positions which you have pre-registered.

Scheduling Meeting:  We will be doing all the scheduling of preliminary (and non-powered) rounds on Wednesday, February 18 at Overland H.S.  I believe we will be in the student center rooms, near the cafeteria.  We will begin at 4:00.  The more people who can be there, the more quickly we can finish.
